Tip 4



Do your homework

Ask yourself the following questions:

Å Big, medium, or small size?

Å Private or public?

Å Warm weather or cold weather?

Å Liberal arts or specialized?

Å Which schools have programs that 
interest you?

Å How far from home will you be and 
are you OK with that?
